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The Walkability Revival

Will more people who can afford suburban privacy come back
to the noise and bustle of the urban street?

The late geographer John B. Jackson, in lectures he gave on
life in cities around the world, would talk in vivid detail about
where to find the best urban walking. He'd cite Naples, Barce-
lona, Istanbul — cities where on a warm summer evening, the
entire population seemed to be out in the street: strolling, gos-
siping, indulging in the simple habits of old-fashioned pedes-
trian life.

And then he'd throw the audience a curve. "You know why
those people are out there?" he would ask. "Because it's hot
and crowded and uncomfortable inside. They go into the street
for relief.” Jackson believed that whenever housing conditions
improve, almost anywhere in the world, with more family
space and controllable temperatures inside — vibrant street life
begins to decline.

Jackson wasn't happy to see people move indoors. He loved
street life, and he loved walking. But he felt there was no way
to escape a central truth: As much as people may romanticize
the virtues of an urban life lived in the streets — even seek it
out on vacations — they don't choose it when they have an
option.

Is it possible that, in the current century, significant numbers of
people who can afford suburban privacy will be attracted to the
noise and bustle of the urban street?

But let’s ask the question a slightly different way — Will many
more of us be drawn toward a style of life that involves some
form of walkable daily routine? — then you may get a different
answer. You begin to suspect that demographics and personal
preferences are reshaping the American city toward street life
and sociability in ways nobody would have expected even a
short time ago.

It's not just the New Urbanists who are talking the language of
walkability now. It's developers, realtors, chambers of commerce,
transportation agencies. Market forces are sending signals that
none of them can afford to ignore.

Atlanta is one of the most intriguing examples. It is not the place
it was a few years ago, with a stagnant center surrounded by
vibrant, auto-dependent suburban enclaves. Most of the suburbs
are still doing all right, but it's the city itself, especially the area
around Midtown, that is being transformed by residential con-
struction. The trigger was Atlantic Station, a massive $2 billion
mixed-use development on an old steel mill site surrounding a
transit station that opened in 2005 and will eventually house more
than 10,000 people.

In the Dallas area, one of the most interesting new residential
projects is Legacy Town Center, an urbanist experiment whose
promoters tell prospective residents that "the beat of the city
surrounds you. You're in the know, everything is close at hand.
You can walk, skate, or bike and find everything you need." The
interesting thing about Legacy Center is that it's not in the city at
all. It's in the suburb of Plano, 15 miles from downtown. The
management has sold buyers on the notion of walkability in a
place where hardly anyone has walked anywhere by choice for
the past two decades.

Legacy Center isn't working out by coincidence: It's working out
because it's located a few steps from the Plano rail station near
the end of the Red Line on the Dallas transit system. And that
brings up an interesting point about the whole resurgence of
walkability. It's closely intertwined with transit, even in places
where transit has never been a popular mode of transportation.
Urban transit systems in this country face so many problems,
both financial and political, that it's easy to lose sight of just how
many new ones are being built, especially in areas of the South
and West, such as Dallas, Phoenix and Denver.

Sheriff’s Office, Orange County Clerk of Courts, Shands
HealthCare System and The Ritz-Carlton, Sarasota were hon-
ored at the Governor's Sterling Award Banquet at the JW
Marriott Orlando Grande Lakes on May 30, 2008.

"I am honored to recognize this year’s Sterling Award recipi-
ents,” said Governor Crist. “This year’s winners have
demonstrated their commitment to improving the way they do
business. The process of competing for the award alone
pushes for results.”

s Sterling Award Recipients

For 16 years, the Governor's Sterling Award has recognized organi-
zations and businesses in Florida that have successfully achieved
performance superiority within their management and opera-

tions. This year’s recipients of the coveted award are:

Orange County Clerk of Courts (Lydia Gardner - Orlando) is a
constitutional office of the state of Florida with the Clerk serving as
an elected officer in the Ninth Judicial Circuit. Orange County has
the state’s fifth largest population. With a workforce of more than
600 deputy clerks, the Clerk’s services include court support, case
maintenance, data reporting, customer assistance and collections
and disbursement of court fines and fees. Through the use of inno-
vative technology, including a customer queuing system as well as
expanded e-systems to facilitate record sharing and collection, the
Clerk has demonstrated both positive financial and customer out-
comes. The Orange County Clerk of Courts has established positive
trends in the areas of collection rates, revenue and restitution collec-
tion to victims of crime (from $700,000 in 2001 to $1.6 million in
2007), which exceeds comparable organizations. Customer satisfac-
tion has increased from 90.6 percent in 2003 to 95.1 percent in
2007. The Orange County Clerk of Courts is only the second Clerk
of Courts to win the Governor’s Sterling Award.

Redistricting every 10 years is like locusts eating our votes. Save the vote!

Our politicians design districts to protect their seats and perpetu-
ate their power. They pick their voters, rather than voters choos-
ing them. Originally, the 10 year redistricting was designed to
adjust for population growth, but the process has been highjacked
by politics and devalued every voter, damaging the very spirit of
a fair, democratic election Politicians found it much easier to map
out a gerrymandered district of voters most likely to vote for
them than to win an election on the issues and represent the com-
munity as a whole. Voters’ needs are chopped up and dispersed
across illogical districts, weakening the connection between
communities and representatives. For example, Winter Park is cut
into four different districts, making it very difficult for voters to
know who their elected representative is.

LWYV is working with FairDistrictsFlorida.org to amend the
Florida Constitution to require the Legislature follow fairness
standards in Congressional and Legislative redistricting. Fair
districting would give voters a real voice in choosing their
representatives.

While ensuring that racial and lan-
guage minority voters have an equal
opportunity to participate in the
political process, the standards will
require that districts be compact and
community based. Communities
will not be divided among multiple

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No Match/No Vote -- An Open Letter to Governor Crist
from the League of Women Voters of Florida

Dear Citizen,

An Open Letter to
Governor Charlie Crist:
Cancel the roll-out of
“No Match/No Vote”
for this election cycle.

As the “people’s Governor” we hope you
will reconsider the recent directive from the Florida Depart-
ment of State to Supervisors of Elections to implement the
“Verification Override Procedures”, commonly referred to as
“No Match/No Vote”, for this election cycle.

To roll out this policy at the eleventh hour — on top
of all the other changes our election Supervisors are continu-
ing to absorb - with only six weeks before to go before No-
vember - puts trust in our elections at risk.

And it will be the Voters of Florida who will suffer.
Registrations for tens of thousands of new Voters across all
party lines continue to pour in. This is not the time to imple-
ment an additional policy, additional complexity. There is no
time to process all the matches, to trouble shoot the procedures,
to contact effected voters, to educate poll workers. This is a
recipe for disaster.

The match process in the past has proven to be very
flawed. The Florida directive outlines multiple bureaucratic
steps to attempt a match. Most non-matches are primarily due
to typos and common data problems — not due to any Voter
attempt at fraud. Yet ultimately the No Match/No Vote policy
puts the burden on the Voter.

With the implementation of No Match/No Vote Flor-
ida is one of only four states to adopt this approach. We run the
risk, yet again, of having trust in the fairness of our election
systems eroded — as it was with the notorious felons list when
thousands of legitimate voters were disenfranchised.

Yes — we understand that under the Florida “No
Match/No Vote” a rejected Voter who goes to their polling
place, may cast a provisional ballot. Even though they will
have shown a driver’s license at the polling place, they are
required by this directive to take the extra duplicative step of
having to present their driver’s license in person or via fax/
email to the Supervisor of Elections office by 5pm on the
second day following the election. Why require this step?
Why not allow the Voter to satisfy this requirement by show-
ing their driver’s license at the polling place and then being
allowed to cast a regular ballot - as is allowed in most states?

Wisconsin has been struggling with No Match/No
Vote issues recently. When, as a test, the voter registration
records of the 6 retired judges who serve on their “Government
Accountability Board” — the body that oversees elections —
were run through the “match” process.

The result? 4 of the 6 judges didn’t match (Source: Bren-
nan Center, New York University School of Law). If they are still
forced to implement “No Match/No Vote” in this election cycle
any affected Voters there have better protection than Florida
Voters. Wisconsin Voters who don’t match and are told so at the
polls would be able to re-register using “same-day registration”
and vote. (Source: Wisconsin Attorney General J.B. Van Hollen as
reported by CH3000 News).

What do other states do? Many take a common sense
HAVA compliant approach where if a first time Voter isn’t
matched, they are still registered and can vote a regular ballot so
long as they show proof of identity at the polls before voting. In
addition, a total of 9 states have adopted on-site Election Day
Registration (and more are studying it) making it easier for vot-
ers to exercise their franchise and resulting in 10% greater voter
turnout.

No Match/No Vote is a solution in search of a problem.
There is a real question as to whether a problem actually exists.
After a five year “crackdown” on voter fraud, the Justice Depart-
ment has turned up virtually no evidence of any organized effort
to skew federal elections, according to court records and inter-
views done by the New York Times (April 11, 2007). The few
isolated voter fraud cases that have made it to prosecution have
been typically due to human mistakes — a person convicted of
check fraud who didn’t understand that they weren’t allowed to
vote under the terms of their parole; a person that filled out two
registration cards (though they only voted once); a teenager who
voted in place of his father who was out of town; a handful of con-
victions involved people who voted twice for payment, gener-
ally in local sheriff’s or judge’s races.

The real problem — which we should work to resolve — is
the lack of robust databases. It is desirable and required by HAVA
that we develop reliable statewide voter registration systems to
enhance a poll worker’s ability to find a voter in the database no
matter where they are in the state, to facilitate a Voter’s ability to
update their registration if they move etc., and to avoid duplicate
registrations, among other benefits.

We urge you to freeze the implementation of No Match/
No Vote for this election cycle. Then let’s have a community dia-
logue on how to move forward in a way that is in the best interest
of all the citizens of Florida.

Florida’s Election System

Florida took an important step toward trustworthy elections by
adopting paper ballot voting systems, but to achieve secure and
verified elections, a sample of paper ballots must be hand counted
to audit computer vote tallies. This new legislation, SB 2544 and
HB1521, will ensure strong audits and other important security
safeguards.

Currently, only 1-2% of the votes are checked for any given race.
That means that as many as 66 counties may not verify presidential
votes this year! Senate Bill 2544 and House Bill H1521 could
change that by requiring careful audits of more ballots in close
races, and fewer ballots in races that are landslides. It is more effec-
tive and more efficient than the current system.

1950-52 President of LWYVOC
1st woman elected to the Florida Senate

Election 2008 has presented us with a couple of historic firsts with Senator Hillary Clinton’s
run for the Democratic Presidential candidacy of the United States and Sarah Palin’s run as
Republican Vice-President. There were many women who blazed the path to make this possi-
ble. One in particular was Orlandoan Beth Johnson, member and past president of the League
of Women Voters of Orange County and the first woman to be elected to the Florida Senate.

Senator Beth Johnson was fortunate to have had an outgoing,
forward thinking mother as a role model and an enlightened
father. Born in Butler, Pennsylvania in 1909, Johnson gradu-
ated from Vassar College in 1930 and moved to Orlando with
husband George Johnson in 1935, after he earned his law
degree from Harvard.

Johnson quickly became involved in the community as an ac-
tive member of the PTA and the League of Women Voters,
serving as president from 1950-52. The League was a pivotal
influence in her life and provided the “intellectual challenges
she could not find elsewhere”

After WWII, Johnson’s husband, George, decided to run for
the school board. At that time the schools were in deplorable
condition and consultants recommended that the county pass a
$50 million bond issue to generate the money needed to im-
prove the schools. At that time, to pass a bond issue, 50% of
free holders (land owners) were required to vote and 50% of
these needed to vote for the bond issue for it to pass. Johnson
along with women from the League and PTA’s were deter-
mined to get this bond issue passed. On Election Day, hearing
that the vote on the bond issue was not going well, these
women identified the free holders who had not voted and they
went to each house to get out the vote, volunteering to baby sit,
cook dinner or anything else to free the voter, thereby generat-
ing enough votes for the bond issue to pass.

Passing the bond issue was a big coup and the city leaders took
notice of Beth Johnson’s organizational skills, energy and
style. This was the beginning of Johnson’s political career.
Orlando Mayor Beardall appointed her to the Planning and
Zoning Board, which in time she chaired; she served on the
municipal planning board and she was asked to be a delegate to
the State Democratic Convention. She took her appointments
seriously and was always well informed.

In 1957, Martin Anderson, owner of the Sentinel Star, and
Billy Dial, founder of Sun Bank, asked Johnson to run for an
open house seat in the Florida House of Representatives. Her
husband, George, was a bit “non-plussed” at first because he
thought that he should have been asked to run, but he realized
that Johnson had earned the opportunity and that she was
ready for the challenge. He was the campaign manager for all
her campaigns. The same people who were involved in getting
the bond issue passed rallied around Johnson and she was
easily elected. Serving in the Florida House from 1957-1962,
she then decided to run for an open Senate seat.

These were the “olde” days, and the sitting Senators were not
happy with the prospect of a female senator, their feelings
being that “it just wouldn’t do for a lady to sit in the Senate

chamber during a closed-door executive session because that’s
where the boys let their hair down and called a spade a spade.”
These same legislators were later to say that she was “smart, al-
ways a lady, she did her homework and she earned respect.”

During her legislative years her primary interests were mental
health and retardation, higher education and appropriations. Her
chief legislative achievements were the establishment of the
University of Central Florida, creation of 4C’s - Community
Coordinated Child Care, and development of planning and
zoning systems which resulted in Orlando doing comprehensive
planning long before it was done by most cities.

When she left the senate in 1967 she picked up the threads of
community life to which she was dedicated, applying her energy,
her experiences and her clear perception to continue improving
the plights of others.

Senator Beth Johnson died from lung cancer at the age of 62.
As a tribute to Johnson a Senate resolution passed unanimously
stating: “Let there be no misunderstanding. The respect, the love,
the esteem, the good works, were not because she was Florida’s
first woman senator, or even the first woman to be honored by
election to both legislative houses — rather, her election to these
high positions and honor and good works attendant were because
of her personal qualities and innate abilities.” She was inducted
into the Florida Women's Hall of Fame in 1986.

The Hon. Winifred Sharp, retired District Court Judge, and
Johnson’s daughter, remembers that Johnson was a wonderful
but distant mother who held her three children to high standards.
Johnson was an extrovert, never forgot a name and had a radiant
smile that lit up a room. She loved to be around people and al-
ways felt there was room for one more person in their home.

Beth Johnson paved the way for the nine female state senators
serving currently in the Florida Senate and all those in between.
